	Your Task
	There are 3 parts to your bridging task:

Task 1: Use the shot types video to ensure that you understand, can identify and explain the following :
· Extreme Long Shot; Long Shot; Mid Shot; Close Up; Extreme Close Up

· Camera angle (low, neutral, high

· Camera movement (pan, tilt, track, dolly, crane)
· Camera focus (deep, shallow)
Task 2: Using the above, discuss how particular shots are used in order to create meaning in the short film Cargo.  The following questions should help.
· How are we made to emotionally engage with the characters?

· Close ups restrict the information given to the audience. How is restricted narrative viewpoint used to heighten the emotional impact of the dad’s bite?
· Detail some of the ways in which cinematography is used to emphasise the difficulty of the journey?
· How is cinematography used to heighten the audience’s expectations of the zombie horror genre?
· How does cinematography convey some of the underlying ideology of the zombie horror film at the end?
Task 3: Tell me something about yourself: give me a paragraph on a film that you particularly like – see if you can identify some of the uses of cinematography in a particular sequence.
FOR THE FIRST LESSON YOU SHOULD BE ABLE TO IDENTIFY KEY USES OF CINEMATOGRAPHY IN A FILM SEQUENCE AND BE READY TO DISCUSS THE INTENDED EFFECT ON THE AUDIENCE.
